The transceiver connects to a standard Universal Serial Bus (USB) port. IntelliType Pro keyboard software is necessary for full functionality of the Zoom and My Favorites keys. IntelliPoint mouse software is necessary for full functionality of the Tilt Wheel, Magnifier and Instant Viewer tools (software CD included).

Exposé will work only on Mac OS X v.10.3 or higher. Users of Mac OS X v.10.3.x must upgrade to Mac OS X v.10.3.9 before connecting hardware OR install the enclosed IntelliType Pro and IntelliPoint software before connecting the hardware.
